Over 470 acres of land located on and adjacent to the Great Salt Lake, about 20 miles west of Salt Lake City and 6 miles north of the town of Grantsville.  This deeded acreage is within Toelle County, Utah, and comprises several land parcels on a peninsula known as Stansbury Island – on the southern shore of the Great Lake.

The surface of the acreage is vegetated with sagebrush growing within soils mixed with oolitic limestone sands near the shoreline.  All the parcels, as noted under property description given below, were granted deeded lands “status” by the U.S. Federal Government many years ago to former mining companies which planned – but never mined – the shallow “lime sands” on subsurface.

Former owners were Anaconda Copper Company and U.S. Smelting Company with 50%-50% joint ownership.  Chico acquired the property in 1988 through purchase of a 50% equity with Anaconda, from its parent Atlantic Richfield Company.  In 2001, Chico consolidated 100% ownership by purchasing the outstanding 50% ownership from Mueller Industries, Inc. (NYSE listed company), subject to a capped overriding royalty in the event of mining.

The 470 acres of land have not been disturbed, excepting one acre in which a small sand / gravel was partially excavated (2 feet deep) for testing purposes.  Lime sands have application for industrial mineral uses – e.g. fluxing for smelting ores at the former Kennecott mining/milling operation 28 miles southwest of this property, etc. 

The potential of the acreage for lime sand extraction – geologically speculative “ore reserve” target of 1. 6 million tons with 44 % CaO – was partially advanced but still needs to be validated. 

Additionally, the “heavy oils” discovered by Amoco’s drilling several years ago (not yet under production) within the subsurface of the Great Salt Lake, may also well be found under this property.  Geology and geophysics favorably justify a wildcat oil / gas drilling program targeting these “heavy oils”.

The land parcels described herein can be reached via well maintained unpaved roads connected to Interstate Highway 80 – located 4 miles south of the southern edge of the property.

As of today, the 470 acres, including the independent parcels of the acreage for sale, represent  the only ”Fee – Private - Deeded Land” on the Stansbury Peninsula; all other nearby and / or adjacent land is either owned by the U.S. Bureau of Land Management or the State of Utah –hence non - open for real estate development.

Potential uses for Stansbury Property

A)
The most attractive parcel of the combined land areas is the Loading Ramp Fee Land.  It comprises almost 80 acres connected via a railway spur to the Union Pacific main railroad line and by a good road to U.S. Interstate 80.  The 80 acres are about 1500 feet south of the railroad line and the Interstate Highway -- ideal for warehouse facility development. The location is at a higher elevation than the rest of the acreage, and only 20 miles west via Highway 80 to the center of Salt Lake City.  (Surface Rights Sold in 2003)

B) The patented mining parcels are not all contiguous.  From south to north, along a 6-mile stretch and near the western shoreline, there are 6 parcels with adjoining boundaries and road access.  The northern parcels are closer to the lakeshore than the southern ones.  All these parcels are ideally suited to recreation activities (similar to the land use on the adjacent “Antelope Island”) such as: biking, hiking, camping, bird watching, floating in the water, swimming, beach relaxation, boat sailing, watching bison, coyote, deer and elk. Additionally, these parcels are excellent for construction of permanent recreational facilities – concessions, campgrounds, weekend / year-round cottages, Marina, etc.  The rapidly growing metro area of Salt Lake City is only 20 miles away via excellent roadway.
